GENERAL INFORMATION

5 FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES

EXTINGUISHING MEDIA

6 ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

SPILL CLEAN UP METHODS

Exclude sources of ignition and ventilate the area. Exclude non-essential personnel. Avoid breathing vapours. Refer to 
protective measures listed in Section 7 and 8. Contain and collect spillage with non-combustible absorbent materials, e.g. 
sand, earth or vermiculite, and place in a suitable container for disposal in accordance with the waste regulations (see 
Section 13).

7 HANDLING AND STORAGE

USAGE PRECAUTIONS

Vapours are heavier than air and may spread along floors.  They may form explosive mixtures with air.  Prevent the 
creation of flammable or explosive concentrations of vapour in air and avoid vapour concentrations higher than the 
occupational exposure limits. Keep away from heat, sparks and open flame.  Avoid skin and eye contact. Avoid inhalation 
of vapour and spray mist.
